UC Davis Equine Program
$5,400 Granted

As a recognition and thanks to the 27 organizations that participated and supported the
Woodside Town Council trail ride, the Mounted Patrol Foundation will donate $5,400 to the UC
Davis equine program ($200 behalf of each organization) to help support equine veterinarian
students and equine research.
